History Trip to US Military WW2 Site, Fuel depot and Barrhill
Wednesday 23 November 9am - 1pm:

The History Group trip to view the U.S. military WW?2 site for a NZ situated flying
base near Greendale has been confirmed. Paul Jarman's family farmed this area
after the war ("Treevale") and it was noted for its heavy wattle tree growth signifying
where the long runways had been.
